Areas within the properties
boundaries, ie: property within a
strata titl2 complex, that is shared
by all other owners

Commen
Property

A contract or agreement is called
“conditional” until the conditions
listed are satisfied. Both the buyer
and the seller can put conditions
in the offer. Buyers often ask for
conditions about checking the
Certificate of Title, and getting
finance ar a building consultant's
report. A conditional contract

is still legally binding, but the
